PKMS DRESS EXPECTATIONS

Students are expected to dress in clothing that is appropriate for school. Any attire which draws undue
attention to the individual or in any way interferes with the educational process is not appropriate for
school dress.

The following are examples of clothing items that are not allowed and what is expected when at school:

e See-through tops, midriff tops, halter tops, half-shirts and camisoles

e Items which advertise alcohol, tobacco, drugs, or have obscene or offensive messages

e Shorts must be below students thumb-length when arms are held down by students side
e  Skirts must be below students fingertips when arms are held down by students side

e Holes and/or rips in jeans must not be above fingertip length

e Tank top straps must be at least three fingers wide

e Shoes with wheels (“heelies”) are not allowed at school

e Hats are not allowed in the building, except on designated days

For safety reasons, closed toe shoes are recommended at school
o Ifflip flops are worn, please send a pair of shoes in the student’s backpack
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
